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Abstract of Taiwan Benevolent Association of America 

1) Definition of TongShiang ( ) 

This association recognizes [TongShiang] as those who, through the living experience in Taiwan 
and subsequently derived connection with one another as a basis, without regard to provincial 
origin, only that they were born, resided, educated, or worked in Taiwan, or depended upon a 
fellow citizen of Taiwan, are all equally deemed as TongShiang.  

2) Origin of the Establishment of the Association 

Historically, the multitudes which came to the U.S. from Taiwan formed, among the various 
societal ethnic groups, a specially appointed branch, which has the same ancestral origin and 
cultural background, possesses relatively high average education and career, and in particular 
maintains the highest quality of personal integrity. Regrettably, maintaining superior 
qualifications and characteristics was not reflected accordingly on its political and social status 
quo in the U.S., and incidents of contempt or discrimination against this group were reported at 
times. The cause was the reality that until now, there has been a lack of powerful civil 
organization for the ethnic group to safeguard their due rights by banding them together to 
unleash the influence of the group as a whole. 

1978 was right before the Carter Administration recognized the Chinese Communist Party's 
regime. It was also when the Republic of China government suffered the severest attack 
diplomatically, these compassionate Tongshiang in the U.S.: Su Jin Shiang ( ), Kao Tze-
Ming ( ), Chiu Wu Shiong ( ), Chiu Hung-Dah ( ), Chang Shiao Ti ( ), 
Chen George P. ( ), Shi Wei Jen ( ), Dong Hou Ji ( ), Tseng Yi Liang (

), Kao Ying Chi ( ), Wen Shi Song ( ), etc, started the organization [Taiwan 
Benevolent Association of America], to [safeguard civil rights, solidify due status, promote 
progress, and facilitate social volunteering and interactions] as the fundamental goals, to serve the 
need, subjectively or objectively (autonomously or reactively), of the Tongshiang. These years of 
incessant organizational growth has resulted in a strong network throughout the U.S., which 
provides an effective venue for the group as a whole to strive through team work and maximize 
its capability. 

This organization was originally registered in Washington D.C. as a nonprofit organization, 
headquartered in Washington D.C.  Later, due to an inability to maintain nonprofit status in 
Washington D.C., the organization was re-registered in the State of Nevada in November, 2006. 
In addition, an application for the 501(c)(3) nonprofit organizational status was being planned. 

3) Characteristics 
(1) This organization is a nonprofit organization. 
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(2) This organization serves an ethnic group in the U.S. and has chosen to focus on striving for 
the benefits of Taiwanese Tongshiang in the U.S. by using the superior qualities of this 
generation to consolidate as early as possible our social status so that those Tongshiang may 
establish a reasonable position it deserves and also progress healthily in the ethnically diverse 
and highly competitive society in the U.S. 

(3) This ethnic-group organization cares deeply about the homeland of Taiwan but does not get 
involved with the local politics of the homeland. 

(4) This organization advocates peace and harmony which supersedes executive differentiation in 
provincial origin in order to pursue mutual promotion, solidify the power of the group, and 
forge a future together. 

4) Direction of Activities 
(1) Strengthen ties with the United States governmental, academic/scientific, economic, and 

media communities to build an advantageous position for Taiwanese Tongshiang in America. 

(2) Services to promote increased understanding of laws, medical knowledge, entrepreneurship, 
education, family life, and healthy entertainment as well as activities to foster networking. 

5) How You Can Contribute 
(1) Join as a member to increase our organization’s bargaining power. 

(2) Publicize in the US the excellent quality and outstanding contributions of the Taiwanese 
Tongshiang. 

(3) Contribute services, networking events, or ideas within your own abilities and means. 

(4) Donate to the organization so that we can provide more services and expand. 
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Bylaws of Taiwan Benevolent Association of America 

Section 1: General Provisions 
1. Taiwan Benevolent Association of America was founded in 1978 and was originally 

registered in Washington, D. C. Subsequently.  for short (henceforth referred to as 
this association). The English name shall be Taiwan Benevolent Association of America, 
TBAA for short. 

2. This association's aims are to always care about Taiwan and to serve “Tong Xiang”( ) in 
every way , on one hand to contact those Taiwanese 
“Tong Xiang” who reside in the US to rally together and expand all services for our “Tong 
Xiang” and fight for the rights of ethnic Chinese American in the U.S.; on the other hand to 
enhance the Trades & Cultural Exchanges between US and Taiwan, and to support the 
Republic of China by assisting its developments of Overseas Chinese Affairs and diplomacy.  

Section 2: Memberships 
1. This association is member-Organization orientated.  

2. Organizations: Any Taiwanese “Tong Xiang” associations, formed in the North America 
Region (U.S. and Canada) for the purpose of networking, which adopting the principle and 
willing to follow this association's objectives, respect this association's bylaws, referred by at 
least 3 board of directors or advisors, approve of have completed this association's entrance 
procedures, and are approved by the board of this association are termed Member 
Organizations. The chapters of this association shall be named of Cities. 

3. This association's term of “Tong Xiang” is for those who, through the living experience in 
Taiwan and subsequently derived connection with one another as a basis, without regard to 
provincial origin, only that they were born, resided, educated, or worked in Taiwan, or 
depended upon a fellow citizen of the Republic of China (Taiwan), are all equally deemed as 
“Tong Xiang”.  

4. Members have the right to attend events which are hosted by this association and have the 
rights and duties associated with this association.  

5. Each member organization shall give a copy of its bylaws and list of board members and    
advisors to the Secretariat of this association for reference; as a principle, such rules should 
not contradict this association's bylaws. Each member organization shall be responsible for its 
running own administrative affairs, financial business and hosting events independently, and 
to be liable for any related liability incurred hereafter. 

6. If a member organization fails to follow this association's bylaws or acts in a way which 
damages the reputation of this association, the offender will be stripped of membership 
privilege by petition of 15 individual members, a 3/4 majority vote of present board members, 
the offender will be no longer using the title of member organization to involve the business. 
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Section 3: The Organization 
1. The Board: The organization of highest authority in this association, the Board is composed of 

Ex-officio Directors, Executive Directors, Elected Directors, Task-Based Directors.  
1.1. Ex-officio Directors: Including President, Vice President, Convener of the Advisory 

Board, Annual Convention Committee Chair, Director of Grassroot Diplomacy, 
Secretary General, Treasurer and presidents of Local member-organizations. Terms 
shall comply with the terms of the position. 

1.2. Executive Directors: Former TBAA presidents who actively involve and participate the 
operation of the organization, Executive Directorship approved by the board for 3 year 
terms and to serve another term if re-elected. 

1.3. Elected Directors: Each organization member has one (1) Elected Director, serve for 3 
years, 1/3 of the Board Elected Directors run for election every year, eligible to serve 
another term if re-elected. 

1.4. Task-Based Directors: For the needs of Annual Convention, Three (3) Task-Base 
Directors designated to the member organization to host the Annual Convention, for 1 
year term. 

1.5. Elected Directors and Task-Based Directors shall be nominated Thirty (30) days prior 
of the annual Convention date, nominees to be reviewed and approved by Audit 
Committee, approved by the 1st Board of Directors meeting. 

2. The President: This association has one President, with a term of one year and is promoted 
from the Vice-President. The President is the one who convenes the Board and Annual 
Convention, represents this association to the public, and directs all the activities of this 
association. 

3. The Vice-President: This association has one Vice-President, who has a term of one (1) year 
and is nominated and elected by the Board. The Vice-President shall become the President 
during the next year’s annual convention, and normally assists the President. When the 
President is unable to perform his/her duties, the Vice-President shall take over in his/her 
stead. 

4. The Advisory Board: The current Executive Directors are Advisory board members of the 
Board. To serve this association's professional needs, anyone who is an enthusiastic supporter 
of the association’s missions, shows passionate and excellent records on serving the needs of 
“Tong Xiang”, and is a “Tong Xiang”, scholar, or expert of outstanding merit shall be 
nominated and approved by the Board as an advisor. The term of office is Three (3) years, and 
this designation can be renewed at the end of the term. There is one Convener of the Advisory 
Board who convenes the Advisory Board with a term of One (1) year. The Convener Advisor 
is nominated and elected from the Past President who abdicated for Three (3) years or 
incumbent Advisory Board members by the Board of Directors and Advisory Board members; 
this person may be elected for only One (1) consecutive term. 
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5. Annual Convention Committee: This association has one Annual Convention Committee 
Chairperson, who has a term of One (1) year and nominated by the Local Chapter member-
organization, reviewed and approved by Audit Committee. The main duties of Annual 
Convention Committee Chairperson is to coordinate business and volunteers for the success of 
Annual Convention.   

6. Office of the Secretary: This association's Office of the Secretary consists of one (1) Secretary 
General and several Executive Secretaries, who are all appointed by the President, and are 
confirmed by the Board, with a term of one (1) year and can serve another term if re-elected. 
The main responsibilities are to execute, coordinate, and communicate the General 
Assembly’s and the Board's resolutions, keeps record of meeting minutes, documents and 
members list, coordinate with local chapters member-organization and press, to take care of 
day to day affairs of this association. 

7. Office of the Finance: This association's Office of the Finance consists of one (1) Treasurer 
and one (1) assistant treasurer, who are all nominated by the President, and are confirmed by 
the Board, with a term of one (1) year and can serve another term if re-elected. The primary 
responsibility of this officer shall be taking charge of all of this association's funds whether it 
is expenditure or revenue, and also to present to the Board yearly financial reports. 

8. Audit Committee: Made up of the Convener Advisor, last President, current President and two 
of the Board members and Advisory Board members who are picked by the joint Advisory 
Board and the Board for a total of Five (5) people, with a term of one (1) year. This committee 
is responsible for reviewing and auditing the nominees of Elected director candidates 
submitted by local chapter member organization, financial reports and arbitration of 
Disciplinary cases.   

9. Grassroot Diplomacy Committee: This association has one (1) director of Grassroot 
Diplomacy committee, nominated by president, confirmed by the board, with a term of Two 
(2) years, can serve another terms if re-elected. This committee is an independent entity with 
self-operated bylaws, regulations and finance, this committee has own directors to plan and 
promote the public diplomacy, aim to assist the Government of the Republic of China to break 
through its diplomatic difficulties. 

10. Project Committee: Board members designated to work on project needs are authorized as 
Project Committee. The committee has one committee Chairperson and several Committee 
members, nominated by Board of Directors or Advisory Board, confirmed by the Board. The 
Project committee to be dismissed when the project is completed.  

Section 4: The Assembly 
1. The assembly of the association shall convene annually for change of its office terms. 

2 . The general assembly shall convene at least once a year, the quorum is 1/2 of the entire board 
of directors. The President of this association has the authority to convene the assembly. An 
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exigency session of the general assembly convened by president can be requested with 
petition from half of Ex-officio Directors of the board. 

Section 5: Sources of Funds 
This association's funds' sources: Yearly dues paid by organization members, voluntary donations 
and donations from other sources. The amount of the yearly dues shall be determined by the 
Board. 

Section 6: Bylaws 
This association's bylaws can be amended through either half of the board members' signatures or 
half of member organizations’ signatures, accompanied by 2/3 majority vote of the board 
members present. 

Section 7: Supplementary Provisions 
For ease of enforce of the bylaws, other detailed execution guidelines may be legislated with 
board’s approval. Other not mentioned shall be decided separately by the Board.

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Execution Guidelines for TBAA Bylaws 
Article 1: 

The guidelines were provided based on Section 7 of the Bylaws to enforce the execution of the 
bylaws and to establish a structured organization. 

Article 2: 
Any Tong Xiang who resides in a city where no local chapter organization of this association 
exists can either form a new local chapter organization through the collaboration of this 
association or join an existing, neighboring local chapter member organization through the 
induction of this association. 

Article 3: 
In the bylaws, the meanings of [year] and [term] are considered the same and thus interchangeable. 
TBAA's term begins after the swearing in of the President at the annual convention and ends 
when that President hands off at the next annual convention. 

Article 4: 
The President and Vice President of TBAA have the same term. All other administrative members 
including Advisory Board Convener, Annual Convention Committee Chair, Secretary General, 
Executive Secretaries, Treasurer, and Assistant Treasurer; Ex-officio Directors, Elected Directors, 
Task-Based Directors; and all the committee members including members of the Audit 
Committee, the Grassroots Diplomacy Council, and Special Affairs Committee have a term which 
begins after the first joint board of directors and advisors meeting and ends at the end of next 
year's first joint board of directors and advisors meeting. 

Article 5: 
Within 30 Days after the first joint board of directors and advisors meeting ends, the Office of the 
Secretary shall update the lists of All Executed Staffs, Board of Directors, and members of each 
committee, and published on the website of this association. 

Article 6: 
Once the Annual Convention Hosting Chapter has been confirmed by Board of Directors meeting, 
the hosting Chapter shall nominate the Task-Based Directors to Audit Committee 30 Days prior 
of the Annual Convention taken place, and officially installed after the first joint board of 
directors meeting. The directors may exercise his or her duty prior approval by Audit Committee 
if the term is less than one year, and his/her directorship can later be retroactively ratified. 

Article 7: 
Any Chapter intends to host the Annual Convention shall submit the Letter of Intend proofing  the 
board of directors of said chapter has carried the motion to the Audit Committee. Once it has been 
approved by Audit Committee, the Candidates of the Annual Convention Hosting Chapters 
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propose the plan to the first joint board of directors meeting and the Annual Convention Hosting 
Chapter to be elected by board of directors Votes. 

Article 8: 
The Annual Convention Committee Chairperson shall be supervised and assisted by Five-Person 
Committee, which consists president, vice president, advisory board convener, secretary general 
and treasurer. The committee Chairperson shall report the progress of the details of convention 
preparation to the Five-Person Team, to ensure the success of annual convention in right direction. 

Article 9: 
In the event the Elected directors leave the Board and unable to perform his/her duties, the 
president of the local chapter shall notify this association with the reason and successor in writing, 
after approval from Audit Committee the successor to exercise as elected-director for remaining 
term. 

Article 10: 
The Board of Directors (including Ex-officio Directors, Executive Directors, Elected Directors, 
Task-Based Directors.) is obligated to attend annual general assembly, board of directors 
meetings and/or joint board of directors and advisors meetings. Any absentee from meetings for 
two consecutive years shall be deprived of his/her directorship and rights. No successor shall be 
backfilled and not counted as quorum. 

Article 11: 
Any Executive Director who has been terminated of his/her voting rights can appeal to reinstate 
the directorship within 30 days prior of the date of Annual Convention, the appeal shall be 
reviewed and if approved by audit committee, discussed and approved by the board of directors 
meeting, if approved, the Executive Directorship can be resumed in the next year term. 

Article 12: 
Any executed staffs, directors or advisors violate TBAA’s bylaws, jeopardize the reputation of 
this association, with a petition signed by five directors and advisors, the audit committee shall 
investigate the case by interviewing the party who is concerned to the case, discuss the evidence 
and conclude the case. If no evidence after the investigation, president shall announce and clear 
the accused party; minor violation committed shall be issued a warning notice in writing; the 
directorship shall be suspended, recalled or deprived if the individual has been committed serious 
transgressions, the case shall be discussed and decision voted by board of directors. The recalled 
directors have no right to appeal, deprived directors’ name will be removed from the name list of 
this association. 

Article 13: 
The members of Board of Directors and of Advisory Board can each delegate a proxy with a 
written statement if he/she cannot attend the meeting in person. However, every attending 
Director can exercise proxy for at most one absent member.  
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Article 14: 
All administrative positions including the President, Vice-President, Advisory Board Convener, 
Annual Convention Committee Chairperson, Director of Diplomacy Council, Secretary General, 
Executive Secretaries, Treasurer and Assistant Treasurer, etc., are Volunteer positions with no pay, 
not allowed to hold two positions simultaneously. 

Article 15: 
Any director who holds an administrative position (excluding Executive Secretaries and Assistant 
Treasurer) shall relegate temporarily and not counted in quorum. 

Article 16: 
To merit the association in its heritage and advancement, predecessor president and secretary 
general are obligated to transfer all pertinent documents to their successors. 

Article 17: 
In order to hold vindicate credential and merit TBAA in its heritage and advancement, the 
incumbent Treasurer must provide a verbal and written report of the state of finances during the 
joint board of directors and advisors meeting. The outgoing Treasurer has a duty to hand off all 
TBAA finance related documents endorsed by the outgoing President to the successor Treasurer. 
The outgoing Treasurer is also obligated to transfer the bank account and financial report to the 
new Treasurer within two months. 

Article 18: 
Members of Advisory Board are empowered to attend joint board meetings, provide consultation, 
However, they are not authorized to vote in making the decision of important events (requiring a 
decision passed by at least one-half of the attending Directors) so as not to infringe on the quorum 
rules of the bylaws. 

Article 19: 
TBAA's outgoing Chapter Presidents, elected directors and executive members who have full 
attendance in the last two years worth of advisory council meetings are automatically invited to 
become TBAA advisors. 

Article 20: 
Any changes to the guidelines require thorough discussion and approval by the Board of Directors 
before being enforced.
