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A BRIEF INTRODUCTION TO THE TBAA

I. PURPOSE

The main purposes of the Taiwan Benevolent Association of America (TBAA) are:(1)
To assist the immigrants from Taiwan in Adjusting to the cultural and economic life in the
United States. Currently, there are approximately 300,000 immigrants from Taiwan
residing in the United States. (2) To promote broader understanding between the people
of Taiwan and American people through its cultural, educational, economic and scientific
programs.

II. CHARACTERISTICS

The association is an ethnic group of immigrants from Taiwan. It is characterized by its
openmindedness. The membership is based on common experience in Taiwan without
discrimin-ation of provincial origin. Any ethnic Chinese, who was born in Taiwan or who
has ever resided, studied, or worked in Taiwan, is qualified to join the Association. The
Association is concerned with the destiny of its home-land but does not involve itself in
homeland politics.

III. DEVELOPMENT

The Taiwan Benevolent Association of America (TBAA) was founded in August 1978-
as a non-profit, non-political organization. It has now grown into an association of 20,000
active members, with twelve branches in Washington, D.C., Philadelphia, North New
Jersey, New York, New England, Chicago, Seattle, San Francisco, San Jose, Los Angles,
Houston, and Michigan. It is planned to establish more chapters from coast to coast in the
major cities where increasing immigrants from Taiwan choose to reside.

IV. ACTIVITIES

The TBAA holds an annual meeting for its membership. The services program
sponsors conferences, seminars and discussion groups on juvenile education, health care,
financial management and legal services. It also presents annual awards to individuals for
their outstanding achievements and contributions, in the cultural and scientific fields, and
for their distinguished service to the communities. In the past few years, the annual
conventions have been honored with the presence and speeches of several members of
Congress, inculding Senators Charles McC. Mathias, Aplhonse M. D'Amato, Daniel P.
Moynihan, Alan J. Dixon, Barry Goldwater, Gary Hart, Jesse Helms, Alan Dixon, Paul
Simon. Represtatives Henry B. Gonzalez, Edward J. Derwinski, Tom Lantos, Daniel E.
Lungren, Henry J. Hyde, Mickey Edwards, Daniel A. Mica, Michael D. Barnes, Michael

Dear Mr. President:

The Taiwan Benevolent Association of America (T.B.A.A)), an ethnic
group of Chinese-American from Taiwan, held its 1994 Annual Convention
from the Twenty-first of November to the Twenty-third of November in New
Brunswick, New Jersey. The Convention has passeéd a resolution to invite Dr.
Lee,Teng-Hui, President of the Republic of China on Taiwan as the keynote
speaker of the 1995 Convention, to be held in San Francisco, California.
However, we are disappointed due to the Department of State has declined to
allow President Lee to visit our nation.

Mr. President, in your greeting message to our Convention emphasized
the equal right of all ethnic groups: "America was founded on the principle
that we all are created equal, and this solemn commitment to tolerance and
freedom binds us together.”

As you know, various ethnic groups of America have the privilege to
honor the leaders of their original nation in the United States. Recently, the
Premier of Japan and the President of the Republic of Korea arrived here, and
gave speeches to Japanese-Americans and Korean-Americans respectively.

As Chinese-Americans from Taiwan, we believe that we should have the
same equal right and equal opportunity to honor President Lee of the
Republic of China in the United States. We wish you would agree on this
basic principle.

We do understand the dilemma of the Department due to the pressure of
mainland China. However, the United states should handle this sensitive
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issue with dignity.. As Congressman William Hughes mentioned in his speech
at our Convention, "it is no secret that many Americans, myself included,
were embarrassed this past May when the President of Taiwan was denied
the right to stay overnight in Hawaii while his airplane was being refueled.”
We deeply share the feeling of Mr. Hughes.

President Lee has visited Indonesia, Philippines, Thailand, and Singapore
two years ago and Jordan, the United Arab Emirates this year. All these
nations, just like the United States, do not have diplomatic relations with
Taiwan. They also received the pressure from the P.R.C., but in fact, there
were no side effects. Therefore, we wish you would compassionate our
strong feeling, and would favorably consider to let us to have President Lee
speech on the issue of Chinese culture of our convention and avoiding
unnecessary embarrassment which occurred in last May.

Mr. Lee Teng-Hui, an outstanding alumnus of Cornell University, being
well known as a leading democratic reformer in Asia has friendly long-term
tie with our Association. You have visited Taiwan several times while you
were the Governor of Arkansas. We believe that you have already found out
the 21 million people in the Island are freedom-loving and share the same
democratic principles with Americans. We hope you would agree that their
leader deserves our due respect .

In 1980, our Association was the host to welcome the Good-Will Mission
of Mayors from Taiwan to the United States which was led by Mr. Lee, then
Mayor of Taipei. In 1983, Mr. Lee, as the Governor of Taiwan, was the
keynote speaker of our annual convention. Since 1979, the United states
have severed diplomatic relation with Taiwan. Therefore, Mr. Lee's two
previous visits were made at the time of non-diplomatic relations between
U.S. and Taiwan. However, the two events were successful and did not elicit
any protests from any party.

The T.B.A.A. is a non-profit, non-political organization. One of our goals
is exactly the same one as mentioned in your message to our Association "By
preserving our ethnic heritage, each of us can provide our nation with a
source of strength and tradition in a rapidly changing world." We have been
friendly with all people, we also provide services to Chinese who just newly
arrived from mainland China as we do for those from Taiwan. We are
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confident that we could manage Mr. Lee's visit smoothly. We could avoid or
minimize the protest from the expected source.

The United States should welcome leaders of both sides of Taiwan straits.
We believe this policy will be the best interest of the United States. As
Chinese-Americans, we wholeheartedly support this two-win policy.

We appeal to you that you would make the final decision to welcome
President Lee and request the Department of State to accept him with honor.

The Taiwan Benevolent Association of America(TBAA) will be holding
its eighteenth annual convention in San Francisco, California on Saturday,
October 28, 1995. TBAA, an ethnic organization of more than 20,000 active
Chinese-American from Taiwan and with twelve chapters from coast to coast,
was founded in 1978. In its 1994 Annual Convention, held in New
Brunswick, New Jersey, TBAA passed a resolution calling for the invitation
of Dr. Lee, Teng-Hui, President of the Republic of China, to be the keynote
speaker for our 1995 Convention. This letter is to seek your support of
letting President Lee visit the USA, our adopted nation.

In your congratulatory message, dated October 13, 1994, to our 1994
convention, you emphasized the equal right of all ethnic groups: "America
was founded on the principle that we all are created equal, and this solemn
commitment to tolerance and freedom binds us together."

As you know, various ethnic groups of America have the privilege to
honor the leaders of their original nation in the United States. Recently, the
Premier of Japan and the President of the Republic of Korea arrived here, and
gave speeches to Japanese-Americans and Korean-Americans respectively.
Even Mr. Gerry Adams, the leader of Sinn Fein, the political arm of the Irish
Republican Army, can tour the United States, but why can't Mr. Lee? TBAA
welcomes leaders from both sides of the Taiwan Straits to visit the United
States. We believe this would be a win-win policy for all parties concerned.

As Chinese-Americans from Taiwan, we believe that we deserve the
privilege of having same equal right and equal opportunity as the other ethnic

As Congressman William Hughes
mentioned in his speech at our Convention, "it is no secret that many
Americans, myself included, were embarrassed this past May when the
President of Taiwan was denied the right to stay overnight in Hawaii while
his airplane was being refueled." We wholeheartedly shared the
Congressman Hughes' feeling.

Recently, President Lee has visited many nations including Indonesia,
Philippines, Thailand, Singapore, Jordan and the United Arab Emirates.
None of these nations have diplomatic relations with Taiwan. They also
received the pressure from the PRC, but in fact, there were no side effects.
Therefore, we wish you would agree with our strong feeling and allow
President Lee to address us on the issue of Chinese culture in our convention.

Mr. Lee, an outstanding alumnus of Cornell University, being well known
as a leading democratic reformer in Asia, has friendly long-term ties with our
Association. Mr. Lee had made two successful visits here since the U. S.
has severed diplomatic relations with Taiwan in 1979. In 1980, TBAA was
the host to welcome the Good-Will Mission of Mayors from Taiwan to the
United States, headed by Mr. Lee, then Mayor of Taipei. In 1983, Mr. Lee,
then the Governor of Taiwan, was the keynote speaker of our annual
convention, held in Los Angeles. During his two visits, no protests from any
party of any kind took place. '

TBAA is a non-profit, non-political organization. One of our goals is
exactly the same one as mentioned in your message to our 1994 Convention:
"By preserving our ethnic heritage, each of us can provide our nation with a
source of strength and tradition in a rapidly changing world." We have been
friendly with all people, we also provide services to Chinese who just newly
arrived from mainland China as we do for those from Taiwan. We are
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confident that we could manage Mr. Lee's visit smoothly. We could avoid or -
minimize the protest from the expected source.

Again we appeal to you that you remove the restriction on Mr. Lee's visit
to this country as early as possible.

Dear Drs. Chou and Kao:

Thank you for your recent letter recommending that my
Administration permit President Lee Teng-hui to visit Cornell
University.

As you have by now seen, I allowed President Lee to make a
private visit to Cornell to be honored by his alma mater. The
principal reason for my decision was that granting this courtesy
is consistent with American values and opinion. Cornell is
justifiably proud of what President Lee has accomplished and
should be able to honor him appropriately. We concluded that
as long as the visit was a private one, it is consistent with
the policy we have upheld for many years of maintaining only
unofficial relations with Taiwan.

It is important that this difficult decision be understood
in its proper context, which is our continued commitment to a
"one China" policy. As China and Taiwan make efforts to resolve
their differences, the United States will continue to balance
carefully our relations with both sides, thereby enabling the
Chinese people on both sides of the Taiwan Strait to prosper in
peace. This recent decision should by no means be construed as
a change in our efforts to maintain this balance.

Thanks again for expressing your views on this issue.
