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A BRIEF INTRODUCTION TO THE TBAA

I. PURPOSE

The main purposes of the Taiwan Benevolent Association of America (TBAA) are:(1)
To assist the immigrants from Taiwan in Adjusting to the cultural and economic life in
the United States. Currently, there are approximately 300,000 immigrants from Taiwan
residing in the United States. (2) To promote broader understanding between the
people of Taiwan and American people through its cultural, educational, economic and
scientific programs.

II. CHARACTERISTICS
The association is an ethnic group of immigrants from Taiwan. It is characterized by
its openmindedness. The membership is based on common experience in Taiwan
without discrimin-ation of provincial origin. Any ethnic Chinese, who was born in
Taiwan or who has ever resided, studied, or worked in Taiwan, is qualified to join the
Association. The Association is concerned with the destiny of its home-land but does
not involve itself in homeland politics.

1. DEVELOPMENT

The Taiwan Benevolent Association of America (TBAA) was founded in August 1978
as a non-profit, non-political organization. It has now grown into an association of
20,000 active members, with twelve branches in Washington, D.C., Philadelphia,
North New Jersey, New York, New England, Chicago, Seattle, San Francisco, San Jose,
Los Angles, Houston, and Michigan. It is planned to establish more chapters from
coast to coast in the major cities where increasing immigrants from Taiwan choose to
reside.

IV. ACTIVITIES

The TBAA holds an annual meeting for its membership. The services program
sponsors conferences, seminars and discussion groups on juvenile education, health care,
financial management and legal services. It also presents annual awards to individuals
for their outstanding achievements and contributions, in the cultural and scientific fields,
and for their distinguished service to the communities. In the past few years, the annual
conventions have been honored with the presence and speeches of several members of
Congress, inculding Senators Charles McC. Mathias, Aplhonse M. D'Amato, Daniel P.
Moynihan, Alan J. Dixon, Barry Goldwater, Gary Hart, Jesse Helms, Alan Dixon,
Paul Simon. Represtatives Henry B. Gonzalez, Edward J. Derwinski, Tom Lantos,
Daniel E. Lungren, Henry J. Hyde, Mickey Edwards, Daniel A. Mica, Michael D.

Dear Member of the United States Congress:

We, the members of Taiwan Benevolent Association of New York, are deeply concerned
about a series of military harassment against Taiwan beginning July 1995 by the Beijing government.
The recent Chinese missiles tests and live ammunition around the island of Taiwan revealed the
China government's hegemonic intentions to stop Taiwan's democratic development and to promote
its own form of Asian regional dominance.

The United States long-term China policy, which shows extraordinary tolerance of China's
political behavior, has been interpreted by China's leaders as soft, uncertain, hesitant and equivocal.
China has been bullheaded toward the U.S. over the most controversial issues such as human rights,
a clandestine sale of missiles and nuclear technology to other countries, and unfair trading practices
with the U.S., while it still holds the benefits of "most favored-nation in trading with the U.S.".
China's leaders share a consensus that strong expectations of the U.S. in expanding its commercial
interests in China would deter the U.S. from taking a tough stand against China. So far, an
ambiguous US-China policy and recent events have only confirmed the mentality among Chinese
dictators. Actually, U.S. participation in China's economic modernization is not only mutually
beneficial to both countries, it is also a critical input for China's economic development.

Taiwan, one of the most loyal allies and the seventh largest trading partner of the U.S., even
after formal US-China relations were established in 1979, has always remained faithful and
cooperative with the U.S. Taiwan's democratic development and economic success have been
recognized by the U.S. as significant in enhancing regional stability. If Taiwan is forced to unite with
China by Chinese military aggression, not only will the U.S. lose a long term ally, but also Asian
regional security will be threatened.

To preserve peace and support one of the most faithful allies of the U.S. and to maintain
Asian regional security, it is urgent for the Clinton Administration to demand China immediately to
stop its military threats against Taiwan. This can be reenforced now by sending a clear and strong
message with specific actions to follow after the forthcoming national election in Taiwan on March
23rd. We of the Taiwan Benevolent Association of New York request and advocate that these
messages be formulated by concerned sovereign governments and by the United Nations Security
Council.

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Woman says Chinese missile crisis
won't halt visit to native Taiwan

Despite appeals from her family to
forgo a trip to Taiwan for a conference
on issues affecting Chinese Americans,
Marjorie Li of Highland Park is to
board a jet tonight and fly into the ten-
sest spot on the globe.

~“My daughters ask me, ‘Are you
sure-you want to go?’ “ Li said. “My rel-
atives in Taiwan ask, ‘Are you sure?’
But the organizers of the conference
are not canceling. I would not go for a
leisure trip, I wouldn't go.”

Li, a librarian al Rutgers Univer-
sity in New Brunswick, was born in
mainland China and grew up in Tai-
wan. She said she is concerned and
upset ~by receat events that have
heightened tensions between the Peo-
ple’s Republic of China (PRC) and the
Taiwanese governments.

“I think it’s very unfortunate,” Li
said. “Since the civil war in 1949, people
have been fleeing China. Many of us
who grew up in Taipei (the capital of
Taiwan) since that time did not grow
up in time of war. We were able to go
through our education without any in-
terruption. We are the first generation
to grow up without the memory of a
war, Now to see the missile exercises,
it’s  very alarming experience.”

~She becanie very emotional when
expressing her frustration over being
able to do so little to stop the military
exercises being carried out now by the
communist Peaple’s Republic of China.
On behalf of the Taiwan Benevolent
Association of New Jersey she has writ-
ten a letter to President Clinton, urging
him to call on the PRC to stop the mis-
sile firing.

~ In the letter, she said the missiles
have been falling less than 35 miles
from principal northern and southern
ports, knowingly disrupting shipping
lanes.

_“More importantly, the tests come
just a week before Taiwan’s first direct
presidential election on March 23,
1996, ;she wrote. “The escalation of
these" tests are clearly gestures to in-
timidate Taiwan and to interfere in the
upcoming democratic elections.”

Her trip to Taiwan is being made
in connection with her role as president
of the benevolent association, a group
of people from Taiwan who have emi-
grated to this country.

“In order to have a better future
for their children, many make New Jer-
sey their home,” Li said. ‘““The associa-
tion’s main purpose is to assist immi-
grants to adjust to the culture. There
are about 300,000 immigrants from Tai-
wan living in the United States. Its sec-
ond purpose is to promote broader un-
derstanding through cuitural, educa-
tional, scientific and economic pro-
grams.”

She said the New Jersey group is
very informal. It has a board of 22 mem-
bers, but does not charge dues or have
formal memberships.

“I've been affiliated with the asso-
ciation since 1990,” Li said. “It’s about
helping those who are in need. If people
have financial problems, legal prob-
lems, we channel them to those who
can help, law firms or other services.
It’s sort of a referral service."”

As president of the New Jersey
chapter, Li has been invited to attend a
meeting organized by the Overseas
Chinese Commission, an agency of the
Taiwanese government that deals with
the concerns of Chinese living abroad.

“I've been called to attend the
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meeting and represent the community
in New Jersey as a delegate from the
greater New York area,” Lisaid. “There
are about 30 million Chinese living all
over the world. Each region has its own
concerns. Most of the North American
concerns are about education and cul-
ture.”

Her plans call for a night depar-
ture on a 20-hour flight to Taipei. The
meeting is to last a week, and then Li
plans to spend time with family and
friends from college and high school be-
fore making a stop in Singapore and re-
turning at the end of the month.

“This is the first time for me to at-
tend such a meeting,” Li said. “I think
we will also talk about international
politics and the coming election, which
is a domestic politics issue. The elec-
tion is later this month, and it is an
event worth celebrating. For the first
time we have a direct presidential elec-
tion instead of an indirect election. It's
worth celebrating.”

She said the PRC may be trying to
influence the elections and quell any
notion the Taiwanese people have
about remaining independent from
mainland China.

“When economic prosperity is
able to give people a decent way of liv-
ing, when you reach a certain point, you
reach for a higher aspiration,” Li said.
“It’s only a very natural tendency. You
cannot prevent people from aspiring
for a better way, even seeking freer po-
litical ideas. If you ask 21 million people
living in Taiwan, ‘Do you want to live in
a communist, socialistic system?’ the
majority would tell you 'no."”

Li, 52, came to this country to
study in 1965, She graduated from the
University of Chicago, where she met
her husband, Peter, a professor at
Rutgers. They have two daughters, one
a Rutgers graduate and the other now
attending Highland Park High School.
She said her hushand has asked her to
cancel the trip, but she feels she must
go.

“Once you are put in a position
like this, you have to rise up to the chal-
lenge,” she said. “I have been living in
the United States longer than I was in
Taiwan. I pretty much consider Amer-
ica my home. But I'm very concerned
for the people still living on the island.
I'm sure the people there want to have
peace and freedom, the same opportu-
nity that I've had. I would not like to
see the future change that. I have to
speak up.”

Dear President Clinton:

As Chinese American citizens of the United States, we are deeply
concerned about a series of missiles exercises recklessly launched
by the People's Republic of China beginning March 8th within
alarmingly close proximity to Taiwan. We urge you, as President of
the United States, to call on the PRC to immediately cease its
military exercises. The people of Taiwan want peace and freedom,
not missiles!

The missiles fall roughly 20 kilometers from the coast of Taiwan
within 25 to 35 miles of the two principal northern and southern
ports of Taiwan, Kaohsiung and Keelung, respectively. For an
island girded by the seas, this is a provocative act which attempts
to militarily blockade Taiwan, knowingly disrupts international

shipping 1lanes. Most importantly, the tests come just a week
before Taiwan's first direct presidential election on March 23,
1996. The escalation of these tests are clearly gestures to

intimidate Taiwan and to interfere in the upcoming democratic
elections.

The Taiwan Relation Act states that peace and stability in the
western Pacific area are in the political security and economic
interests of the U.S. and are matters of international concern.
Americans consider any effort to determine the future of Taiwan by
means other than peaceful ones, including boycott, embargo, a
threat to the peace and security of the western Pacific area are of
grave concern to the U.S.

Freedom and democracy of the 21 million peace-loving people on
Taiwan are now being threatened. The international community
should not stand by and let the people of Taiwan lose their
freedom. Again, we urge you, as President of the United States, to
call on the PRC to halt its military exercises and enter into a
constructive dialogue with the Republic of China on Taiwan.

The people of Taiwan want peace and freedom, not missiles.
